ENTRY DEADLINE:  Sign up by Wednesday, October 1, 2008 at 12:00 PM.  Sign up for a tee-   
    off time at the Physical Education Office Room 801.   
 
TOURNAMENT DATE: Friday, October 3, 2008 Tee-off times 1:00 PM – 1:30 PM 
 
WHERE:    MCC University Golf Course 
 
PARTICIPATION:  Open to all students, faculty and staff.  Teams can be women, men, or co-rec.  There  
    will be a 9-hole tournament. 
 
TOURNAMENT STRUCTURE: Four person format.  All members of the team hit the tee-shot and then choose the   
    next shot to be taken.  All members again hit the shot and proceed in this manner   
    until holed out.  Ball may be moved 6” regardless of location, except on green.  When  
    on green, ball should be putted from exact distance, ball mark one club head away.    
    REMEMBER – do not hole out a short putt if your team has not all putted.  
 
FEE:    The greens fee is $10.00 which includes a cart.  Physical Education Office Room 801 
    Free hotdogs, sports drinks and chips will be available from 12:30- 1:00pm. 
 
AWARDS:    First and second in each division (women, men and co-rec).  First place – t-shirts;   
    second place t-shirts. 
 
SPECIAL AWARDS:  Individual 
    Hole 4 – Longest drive in the fairway women and men).  If your shot applies, move   
    the stake to the location of your ball and sign the card on the stake. 
 
    Award – sleeve of golf balls. 
 
    Hole 5 – Closest to pin with tee-shot (women and men).  The stake, card, and    
    measuring tape will be behind the green.  Do not move the stake.  If your shot   
    supplies (closer than the previous shot), measure the distance from the pin to your   
    ball and write your name and distance on the card. 
 
    Award – sleeve of golf balls 
 
GENERAL INFORMATION: Men – white tees; women – red tees. 
    Repair ball marks and replace divots. 
    Winter rules will govern play.  No mulligans 
    Keep play moving and have fun!
